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[bookmark: h.gjdgxs]On October 13, 2017, the Members of ACAPT adopted the recommendation that ACAPT oppose Recommendation 1 in “Best Practice for Physical Therapist Clinical Education” (“That formal preparation for practice includes physical therapist professional education, followed by a clinical internship and mandatory postprofessional residency, and is accomplished through a process of staged licensure and specialty certification”) on the grounds that it would result in removal of the most significant portion of clinical education from academic oversight and accountability.
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
